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I.  INTRODUCTION

A. Location: 
This contract will be performed at NAS JRB New Orleans.
B. Description of Project: 
This project is for the booming of a fuel barge for off-loading purposes with a stand-by crew and response equipment.
II.   DESCRIPTION OF WORK
The NAS JRB New Orleans La. requires a contract for booming of a fuel barge for off- loading purposes with a stand-by crew and response equipment.  The crew is on site ready to respond should an incident occur.  A minimum of twelve (12) barge off-loads will occur during the base year and each option year of this contract.  Additional barge off-loads may be ordered at a pre-negotiated price by the Government, as needed.
The Fuel Manager will contact the company at least 48 hours prior to the arrival of barge and keep the company informed of any changes that may cause a delay in scheduling.

Upon confirming the date of the fuel transfer the company will need to report to NAS JRB New Orleans, Belle Chasse, LA front gate at 6:00 a.m. to obtain required passes to gain entry onto installation and be escorted to Algiers Canal dock.  At the designated location the company will need to deploy 1200 feet of preventive containment boom around the fuel barge prior to the planned commencement of the transfer of fuel using the government supplied boom.

The company may travel to the Algiers Canal dock via the canal, to arrive at the time directed by the Fuel Manager.

After receiving notice of the completion of the fuel transfer, recovery of the boom and

placing it back to its original location is requested.  Minimum requirements include a 

20’ – 26’ Work Boat and Pickup Truck.  Personnel requirements are one (1) Foreman,

one (1) Technician for deployment and stand by, and one (1) additional Technician to

assist with recovering the boom.  All contractor personnel will possess a current

Transportation Worker Identification Credential card.
The contractor must utilize safe procedures in accordance with a Site Specific Health and Safety Plan.
Inclement Weather

During inclement weather off-loading of fuel will continue until special ops 1 is called. Pumping will stop until the lightning is clear of area. 

Barge size

10,000 to 20,000 bbls

Time of offload varies from 6 hours to 12 hours depending on size and weather

Installation Access: 
Tasks performed under this contract will be located on secure military installations. The CONTRACTOR shall coordinate and take into due consideration site access, security issues, and employee and subcontractor clearance requirements. The contractor is responsible for providing the required information to obtain permission and clearance from installation security personnel to enter the facility and to perform any work within the project site(s). The contractor is responsible for providing the required information to obtain permission and clearance from station security personnel to enter the facility and to perform any work within the project site(s).

The contractor is responsible for ensuring its personnel are trained and fully qualified to perform their contractual requirements to meet all federal, state, local, and Navy requirements.
