Questions with regard to tolerance:
1.       What is the primary intent for holding parallelism to 0.015"

between the "roller groove" and cam follower axes?
Answer to question #1:     

The cam follower holes must be parallel with the groove in the load plate because we use the cam followers to maintain initial alignment of the rollers in some of our applications.  The goal of our alignment process is for the groove to be parallel with our track build.  Due to how/where the rollers are being used, it is not practical to verify that the groove is parallel to the track, but it is relatively easy to verify that the cam followers are parallel to the track.  By maintaining the parallelism tolerance between the cam followers and the groove, we then know that the groove is parallel to the track within a finite range based on the specified tolerances.

2.       With a nominal track edge to cam follower clearance of 0.17" the

above appears overly strict. Can this be relieved?
Holding the tolerances as noted will have a minimal effect on roller skewing

if the nominal clearance remains significant.

Answer to question #2: 
Since the parallelism tolerance on the cam followers is really based on the tolerance we need for alignment between the groove and the track (as discussed above), the tolerance cannot be relaxed.
